Temptation (peirasmos): trials, testing, proving.
Two categories of temptations:
Those which are needed
Luring into temptation to produce sin
Those which are needed.
James 1:2-4 — “consider it joy that you encounter trials”
1 Peter 1:6-7 — various trials ... proof of your faith
Romans 5:3-5 — exalt in our tribulations!
Luring into tempation
1 Timothy 6:9 — the love of money and temptation
Luke 8:13 - “in the time of temptation fall away”
