Learning to rejoice in our new position in Christ (1-2)
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Peace with God has four immediate;results:
We lose our fear of God.
We lose our fear of death.
We have the answer to the attacksiofi fear and doubt.

We have the answer to the accusafion of our own consciences
when we do sin.

Justification allows direct access to the King.
v.2 “into this grace in which we stand;”

Who would dare stand before the God of all, the God of majesty
and power and greatness and glory:and holiness, unless he had
been given permission?
